Decision Items

Discussion Items

Web Page – it was suggested that a meeting be called with the people working on both the webpages for the school and church.  Mike Alban has also volunteered with helping on the webpages. 

Newsletter – this is being discussed at Father’s staff meeting.  Father to advise council if council help is needed.

Outdoors – concerns raised about possible deterioration of the St Joseph’s statue outside of church.  Father to talk with Silbaugh Memorials about possible remedies.  There is an Eagle Scout project scheduled to re landscape the area on the side of the church where the bushes were recently removed.  The gutter that was stolen was replaced.  Areas on the exterior of the church need reflashing.  Dallastown Borough has challenged the repaving of the driveway at the Parrish House. 
Facilities – the windows at the rectory are complete.  New blinds were purchased as needed.  Bids are being solicited for cleaning of the carpets in the rectory.  There is a new mowing service this year.
The diocese is looking for land for the parish.  Thirty five properties were initially investigated.  The search has been narrowed to one parcel of 33 acres in North Hopewell Township.  A variance is needed for the property to allow for a church.  The diocese will be handling the negotiations and variance.

Music – Mike Markey is moving.  There will be a new choir director in October – Chuck Conaway (was at St Patrick).

RCIA – There are 9 – 10 candidates this year and 10 parishioners willing to be teachers.  

Finances – Neal Crispo and Bob Godin are developing spreadsheets that will assist in tracking expenses. 
CCW – Entertainment books will be sold this year as a fundraiser.

Pacesetters – trip scheduled to New England this fall.

Athletic Association – Fall baseball in progress.  Basketball will start up late fall.

Scouts – outings planned at Elk Neck, MD and the Doicese annual scouting jamboree.  The garage at the Parish House is in need of a new roof.  The scouts will replace if materials are donated or supplied.
School – 177 student enrollment this year.  There is a new program for before and after school child care.
